Last year, the reunion occurred at Con-
cord, and about 450 members of the family
wore present, Today, a still larger number
met at the agricultural building to observe
the 260th anniversary of the settlement of
their ancestor, Wi, Hartwell, in Concord.
Representatives were present from Boston,
Waltham, eston, Lincoln, Maynard,
Lattleton, Bedford, Fitchburg and many
surrounding towns.
